SEVENTH AND EIGHTH GRADE ATHLETIC POLICIES
Dear Parent(s),


We would like to take this opportunity to welcome you and your child to Clint Smalls’ Seventh and Eighth grade Athletic programs.  At Clint Small, we strive to accomplish the following objectives:  PARTICIPATION, SPORTSMANSHIP, SKILL DEVELOPMENT, AND PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT.

PARTICIPATING IN ATHLETICS IS A PRIVELEGE NOT A RIGHT.


In addition to these objectives, we place a strong emphasis on academic achievement, self-discipline, and individual responsibility. Your child has accepted the challenge of representing Clint Small in a special capacity-- as a student athlete. We would greatly appreciate your taking this opportunity to discuss our policies with your child. 

GRADES:


1.   If a student receives a failing grade, from her/his three week progress report, she/he will be placed on probation for one week. The student will be allowed to attend practices and games during this time.


2.  If a student receives a failing grade after she/he has completed the 

    probationary period, she/he will be suspended for one week. This will give her/him the opportunity to focus on her/his class work. The student will NOT be allowed to practice with the team or participate in games.


  3.   If after a week of suspension the student is unable to maintain a passing grade, she/he will be dismissed from the team.  NO PASS NO PLAY.

 4.  The same procedures will apply if a student’s grades are borderline in 3 or more classes.


 5. The student athletes will have a study hall prior to each game for approximately twenty to thirty minutes. Students must come prepared to study.

BEHAVIOR:


1. We expect our athletes to exercise self-discipline at all times. They 

represent not only the team and the school, but most importantly, themselves. Therefore, behavior issues, academic issues and referrals, are subject to disciplinary action and loss of playing time.


2.  If a student is sent to the In- School Suspension Center, athlete’s will lose playing time (determined by the coach).  If a student is suspended from school, she/he will be suspended for one week.  

3. We expect our athletes to exercise the Team’s 3 P’s: Be Prompt, Be Prepared, and be Positive. 

4.  It will be the coach’s discretion to make ALL decisions about playing time. 

DISCIPLINE TECHNIQUES:

Discipline yourself, so others won’t have to!!!!!  Each situation may require a different type of discipline.  Whatever type of discipline is required, the purpose is to help athletes improve themselves and to become better persons.  

Failure to accept this on the part of the athlete or parent/guardian may result in dismissal from the team and/or athletic program.

PRACTICES:


1. Practices for 7th graders will begin promptly at 6:45 a.m. – end of athletics (volleyball, girls/boys basketball).   Football - 7th graders – athletics class & after school till 5:30pm. Practices for 8th graders will begin after school from 3:40 - 5:30 pm

2. Students will receive advance notices regarding changes in the schedule.       

            3. Students with unexcused absences from practice will lose playing time at the discretion of the Coach.  


4.  A student cannot participate in practice or a game if she/he is absent from school.

SAFETY AND CARE OF EQUIPMENT:


1. Students are to wear uniforms at practices and games.  They may not wear uniforms to school or to other events not specified.


2. Students are responsible to care for the equipment according to instructions given by coaches. PLEASE WASH IN COLD WATER AND DRY THE UNIFORMS ON THE AIR FLUFF OR AIR DRY CYCLE.

SPORTSMANSHIP:

Parents please be aware that coaches make situation-based coaching decisions.  Please remember that this is our profession.  It is a disadvantage to your child if she/he is trying to listen to both you and the coaches come game time.  If there is a problem, first encourage your child to “fight their own battles” and take responsibility for resolving any issues they may have with the coach.  You may talk to the coach any time with the following rules in place:


Never before, during or after a game, unless there is an emergency


To discuss your child only


By appointment, scheduled around practice and classes
